AN ACT CONCERNING AN ENTREPRENEUR LEARNER'S PERMIT

PROGRAM.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:
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That title 32 of the general statutes be amended to establish an
entrepreneur learner's permit program for individuals forming a new
business in the state, which provides that: (1) Each recipient of an
entrepreneur learner's permit shall be exempt from all filing fees,
licensing fees and taxes attributable to such business for the first two
years of such business' operation; (2) the cost of such permit shall be
two hundred fifty dollars; and (3) any person who receives an
entrepreneur learner's permit shall be eligible to receive such permit

not more than once.

To establish an entrepreneur learner's permit program to stimulate
economic growth by making it more affordable for new businesses to
open in Connecticut.
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
