
Dear Energy and Technology Committee member, 
 
I am personally committed to fighting the climate crisis, through my own personal actions, my work as a 
scientist, and activism as a member of 350 CT and the CT Climate Crisis Mobilization.  
 
I STRONGLY SUPPORT SB 10: Climate Change Recommendations. I would hope that we can move even 
faster to lead the nation on climate policy, but SB 10 does put the state on track to achieve mandated 
reductions while supporting a robust economy. This legislation makes the goal of achieving a zero-
carbon electric sector by 2040 a reality. In order to make this goal a reality, the state will need to take 
real action by ending the permitting of fossil fuel electric power plants, like the one planned for Killingly. 
SB 10 will also authorize the state to procure up to 300,000 MW hours of energy storage and efficiency. 
SB 10 allows CT to adopt California’s tailpipe emission standards for medium and heavy-duty vehicles, 
which is necessary, but we need to move faster toward improving mass transit and transitioning to 
electric vehicles. 
 
I also STRONGLY SUPPORT HB 5350: Natural Gas Infrastructure Accountability. As long as we are still 
using "natural" gas - methane - for heating and industrial uses, it is critical that we repair and replace the 
infrastructure in order to fix the leaks of methane - a highly active greenhouse gas - from escaping into 
the atmosphere and rapidly changing our climate. 
It is critically important that workers repairing the methane infrastructure receive a fair wage. Finally, 
and at long last, it repeals the unnecessary gas pipeline tax.  
 
And I SUPPORT HB 5008: High Performance Green Building Standards (HB 5008). On the New Haven 
Energy Task Force, we have been discussing how to make sure that all the new apartments being built in 
our city are being designed to a high-performance building standard that lowers the environmental 
impact of buildings. Our understanding is that current state law prohibits the city from doing this. CT 
DEEP will develop a cost-effective standard that reduces the nearly 40 percent of greenhouse gas 
emissions that come from our homes, workplaces, and public buildings—also saving money on future 
utility bills. It will be voluntary for municipalities to adopt. This approach has already been successful in 
New York and Massachusetts; in the latter, over 270 towns have chosen to reduce their carbon footprint 
with high performance standards. 
 
These three bills will help improve Connecticut’s air quality and public health, help the state to meet its 
greenhouse reduction requirements, and spur job growth in Connecticut’s burgeoning green economy.
